Scientific Committee kindly invites you to participate in the international scientific conference “Local communities in the face of contemporary challenges - self-government and grassroots initiatives in the global world”. The main aim of the conference is to exchange knowledge about the functioning of territorial self-governance in the global world, where the activity of nation states has been observed recently. We will search for the answers to the question: how self-decision processes in local communities and grassroots initiatives are functioning in the conditions of the global economy and free market? The autonomy of local communities and territorial self-government are currently under the influence of two major forces. Firstly, they are subjects of the “impersonal” power of globalization. Secondary, they are under the rising aspirations of national states. How will it shape self-governance of local communities? What functions will the local administration play, and what will be the area of the third sector activity? 

However, we don`t want to limit subjects of possible lectures to the indicated issues. The basis of the discussion will be the local community and its transformations - analyzed in the context of the current socio-economic and political situation, perceived from the perspective of social sciences. We are also open for the presentations regarding historical subjects, covering relations between the state and local communities in different European areas in the XX century. 
Trying to pre-outline the general subjects of the speeches we propose as follows: 
1. New theoretical and methodological problems of research on local communities.

2. Social mesostructures under the forces of globalization.

3. Territorial self-government and local initiatives.

4. Local labor markets - innovation, mobility and cross-sector cooperation.

5. Old and new local institutions: cross-sectoral cooperation networks and partnerships.
6. A new perspective on the management of territorial structures - Multi-Level Governance.
7. Problems of multiculturalism at the local and regional level.

The official language of the Conference is English and Polish. The opening and closing session of conference will be conducted in English, as well as conference panels for foreign participants.
